Because the posters  will be displayed 
outdoors at the festival and re-used in years to come, they should be laminated or otherwise 
weather-proofed. Please contact us if this creates a challenge.

Students complete the Contest Entry Form, including poster description and parental permission 
signature. Securely attach the completed form to the back of the poster, and, in case it detaches, 
also write the student’s name, school, grade, teacher name and contact information (email or 
phone) directly on the back of the poster. Posters without parental permission are not eligible to win.

Educators complete Poster Contest Submission Form for all student posters entered by the deadline 
of September 15, 2017.  Educators are encouraged to submit a group photo of their students and
